Response to
Fitness Challenge

More than 100 people responded to
the four-month, first-ever, Tri-City Fit-
ness Challenge offered by People Plus
fitness coordinator Ida Messerman.

“We were just blown away,” Messer-
man said of the response. “We had
more people than we even hoped for.”

Ninety-eight people weighed in for
the People Plus “Hurricane Ida” team
on Jan. 9 at Mid Coast Hospital, 30
joined the New England Medical Fit-
ness team from Topsham and 16
joined the Universe Fitness team in
Bath.

“We had to rethink how we were
going to do this after the very first
meeting,” Messerman said.

Participates who weighed in at the
hospital cafeteria in January are
invited to participate in fitness/well-
ness activities until April 3, when
another final weigh-in will be conduct-
ed and the winning team, “crowned.”

Messerman said the 98 participants
from People Plus weighed a total of
17,339.2 pounds at the intake, and after
the first week of exercising, had lost a
collective 160 pounds. She said one of
her participants lost 14 pounds in his
first week. Nurses from CHANS man-
aged the January start up, offering
blood pressure checks to any partici-
pants at the same time.

Monday and Wednesday evening fit-
ness classes were moved from the Peo-
ple Plus hall to Pilgrim House at First
Parish Church, when it was obvious
too many people wanted to attend.
Average attendance to the fitness
classes is “holding steady at 45 to 50,”
Messerman said.

Mid Coast Hospital nutritionist Ali-
son Fernald offered a popular discus-
sion of eating right on Jan. 13 and will
offer a repeat discussion on March 3.
Psychiatrist Allison Basile led a sup-
port group discussion on Jan. 22, and
will have a repeat meeting on March 5.

Each participant receives a T-shirt,
a 10 percent discount coupon to area
Subway shops, and, according to
Messerman, “an opportunity to be in
better shape, by spring.”

against us.

driver was OK, then went home, it was
3 in the morning and I had to find
another sand truck. You get the idea,
not a happy night.

There was another time, about mid-
night on a very icy night, when a resi-
dent called our house, woke both kids
and told Jane he’d been “partying”
and needed to know what road was the
safest route home. She told him she
had no idea what roads were sanded,
or where | was, then left him with the
impression she really didn’t care how
he got home. That process was dis-
cussed at the next selectman’s meet-
ing, and as luck would have it, | hap-
pened to be spreading sand on the
Ridge Road when the taxpayer was
offended.

So | have nothing but respect for
these guys in the big red trucks
pulling 12-hour shifts through a
stormy night. | give them room when |
meet them on the road, | pass them
with reluctance, | even wave at them
when they blow another ton of white

stuff under Norman and Joe’s mail-
boxes. It’s a thankless job with little or
no reward, ever.

Then there are the guys with the
pick-up truck rigs who do driveways.
Some are so excited they mount their
plows to their truck on Halloween,
and they don’t drop them till Easter.
Some of them know what they’re
doing, some of them don’t. Some of
them care if you exist in their world,
some of them don’t.

We have a good plow guy. Our drive
is perhaps 500 feet long, up a hill and
through some woods. There’s a great
chance to mess it up, but he seldom
does. The town plow always comes by,
an hour or two after the snow has
stopped, and makes one last sloppy
attempt to block our drive and hide
our mailboxes. More often than not,
our plow guy will clean up after they
clean up, and all this is done for under
$50 a storm.

Norman had a GMC and a plow,
back in the day. He used to plow drive-
